1. According to Georgia law, every Fulton
County property must be assessed
annually at Fair Market Value.

HOMESTEAD EXEMPTIONS &

relief through homestead exemptions.

a basic homestead exemption in
place also has at least two floating
homestead exemptions in place.

Floating homestead exemptions

ensure that as property values rise,
the taxable value increase is capped in
a given year (up to 3%).

LOOK FOR NOTICE OF ASSESSMENT YOUR RIGHT TO APPEAL

1. You may appeal your assessment
within 45 days if you do not
believe it represents the fair
market value of your property.

1. You will receive a notice of assessment
in the mail in mid-June. It will also be
online at www.fultonassessor.org.

2. The Notice of Assessment is not a bill.
